What colours and media have they used? Why? 

What do you think the work is about?  Why? 

Do you like the work? Why?  - 3rd task 

Write at least two paragraphs of information about the artist 

and their work and recreate one of the artists’ works in a 

miniature three dimensional form – 4th task

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You are to produce a                                                            

Cardboard relief of a Peter Randall 

Page sculpture   

 

You must research a sculpture you would like to 

create and start collecting card board from food 

packaging, cereal boxes, storage boxes etc  - 1st task 

 

Draw a plan of your card relief sculpture, think about 

layering card to show tone. – 2nd task 

 

Start drawing your shapes onto your collected card, 

to start building up your card relief sculpture – 3rd task 

 

Start sticking your card relief piece together and 

apply colour/tone where necessary.  - 4th task 

 

 

 

You MUST think about how you can apply tone and 

detail to your cardboard relief sculpture.
